Preparing for Life (PFL) is a community-led prevention and early intervention programme that is operated by the Northside Partnership

(NSP) in Dublin, Ireland. PFL aims to improve levels of school readiness of young children from several designated disadvantaged working together for our children

areas of North Dublin, by intervening during pregnancy and working with families until the children start school.
